September 24-26, at the Plaza Tennis Center, Kansas City, MO
Overview: In a draw of 128 participants for singles and 64 doubles teams, only the men’s singles and doubles champion and women’s singles and doubles champion receives an invitation and qualification to the ITA Nationals in Ft. Myers, FL from October 14-17. The tournament is for tennis teams in the Midwest and the winners play at Nationals to get individually ranked in the NAIA.
WOMEN:
Senior Laura Curry repeated as ITA Champion in singles, losing only 18 games in seven rounds. She defeated Marti Eidson 6-3, 6-2 in the finals to secure her birth at Nationals. Curry, who was ranked #21 in the Nation last season in singles, will look to be even higher in 2004.
The doubles team of sophomore Jessica Williams and first year student Allison Cobb have only played together for three weeks, but marched all the way to win the championship 8-5 over teammates Laura Curry and Ashley Walker, the defending champs and #15 in the NAIA in 2003-04). The all-Jewell finals were spectacular as both teams hit amazing shots in a long and hard fought battle. In the end, Williams and Cobb prevailed and will head to Nationals together.
All eight Jewell women won their first round match, reaching a feat never before accomplished in the ITA’s. Matches of note were Katie Musick’s win over UIS and, Tiffany Keller’s run to the round of 16, and Ashley Fann’s close three-set loss to Marti Eidson (who made the finals).
The doubles combo of sophomore Tiffany Keller and first year player Brittany Goldschmidt won a close tiebreaker 9-8 (7) and all that garnered them was a chance to play the #2 seed. Jewell stepped up and took that match by the identical 9-8 (7) score in a huge upset and tremendous boost to the Jewell program.    
MEN:
Senior Ryan Jones made it to the round of 16 before falling in a heartbreaking 7-6 (6), 6-3 loss (Jones had set points in the 1st). He won his first three rounds convincingly playing beautiful tennis. His booming serve and crisp volleys paved the way, before barely succumbing to Luis Loyola from Olivet Nazarene University.
First year student Brandon Dancer, won his first two rounds in a great showing as one of just a few freshman playing in the tournament. His aggressive style and work ethic led him on the court.
Doubles tandem Ryan Jones and Jeff Johnson made it to the round of 32 before facing the #2 seed. They fought valiantly and lost 8-6 to a great team comprised of two players that both made it to the singles semifinals and one individual men’s singles champ. 
NOTE: The Jewell players were all complimented greatly by the tournament officials, restaurant attendees, and other coaches. The team’s behavior and support (along with the fact that most of their parents came to support the team) served William Jewell very proudly.
Coach Thomson, Laura Curry, Jessica Williams, and Allison Cobb will travel to Florida on October 12th in preparation for Nationals.
